I.
Course Description -- World History
Students will develop relevant enduring understandings of current world issues and relate them to their historical, political, economic, geographical and cultural contexts.  As students examine the historical roots of significant events, ideas, movements and phenomena, they encounter the contributions and patterns of civilizations of the past and societies around the world.  Students taking this course will broaden their historical perspectives as they explore ways societies have dealt with continuity and change, exemplified by concepts such as civilization, revolution, government, economics, war, stability, movement, technology, etc.

III.       Materials

IV.     Rules
1. Be respectful in both body and verbal language to students, the teacher, and guests in the classroom.

Procedures

1. Restroom trips will be allowed only on an emergency basis.  You are expected to use the restroom during class changes.  You will not be allowed to use the restroom or leave the classroom for any reason during the first or last 15 minutes of the class period.  
2. You may not leave the classroom without a hall pass.  You will only be able to leave the classroom if you are summoned over the intercom. Only three students will be allowed to leave the classroom during each class block.
3. Late Work will be accepted; however, there will be a grade penalty.  

4. Class work is to be completed, dated, and kept in your binder.

5. Homework will be collected at the beginning of the class periods.  You are expected to include an Honor Code signature on each homework assignment.
6. Warm-ups are done every day in class.  The warm-ups should be dated and kept in your notebook. Warm-up sheets will be collected every two weeks for a class participation grade.  

7. Notebooks (3-ring binders) should be brought to class everyday and maintained on daily basis.
8. The bell does not dismiss you, I do.  Do not leave your desk until I dismiss you.

9. When group work instructions are given, you should move quickly and quietly into groups and stay on task!

10. Always sit in your assigned seat.  This is non-negotiable.

Grades

Informal assessments will account for 20% of your grade the first term and 30% the second term.  Informal grades will come from daily activities, homework, quizzes, and class work.  Formal assessments will account for 60% of your grade the first term and 70% the second term.   Formal assessments will come from scores on major assessments, writing assignments and projects.  Assignments within each category will be worth different point values based on the expectations of those assignments. The grade will be calculated by dividing the total number of points obtained by the total number of points available.  The resulting percentage will be given a letter grade according to the state grading scale.  You will have a mid-term exam that will be worth 20% of your total term one grade.   You will need to check Power School periodically for updates on grades and performance.  Your final grade will be calculated as follows:

Concerted Effort:  Student work will reflect thoughtful effort towards ALL items on class work, homework, and/or


assessments.

Remediation/Reassessment:  Students who score 79% or below can retest after completing the remediation.  Students will receive the higher of the two grades for a maximum of 79%.  It is the student’s responsibility to initiate and complete the remediation and the retest process within two weeks of the original test date.
